We cannot, for 
example, unload a detailed account of extramarital adventuring upon the shoul-
ders of our unsuspecting wife or husband. And even in those cases where such a 
matter must be discussed, let's try to avoid harming third parties, whoever they 
may be. It does not lighten our burden when we recklessly make the crosses of 
others heavier. 
Above all, we should try to be absolutely sure that we are not delaying because 
we are afraid. For the readiness to take the full consequences of our past acts, 
and to take responsibility for the well-being of others at the same time, is the 
very spirit of Step Nine.

I approached AA in Manhattan twenty-six years ago in total darkness as to how 
it did things. (How often is it approached any other way?) I guess I expected to 
find a written constitution, bylaws, dues, and paid sergeants of some kind  
trained to discipline the backsliders. After all, there was a telephone listing, and  
I had been invited to come to an office. That sounded pretty organized to me. 
But the first members I met unwittingly sowed confusion by using familiar terms 
in an unfamiliar context. Such words as "member, join, meeting, officer, com- 
mittee," etc. do not mean the same in AA as outside it, but how was I to know  
that? 
My confusion grew as I heard and saw AA people behaving differently from each 
 other, saying wildly disparate things, sometimes contradicting each other. Some even drank! 
I asked about the president of AA, and they said there wasn't any; yet they had a chairman, a secretary, and elec-
tions. There was no ritual for joining, they said; yet the secretary usually announced, "If you want to join this group, 
see me after the meeting." 
They said there were no musts, but that to do certain jobs one must have been sober at least three months. They 
insisted they were alcoholics, not ex-alcoholics; yet most never touched a drop. 
Obviously, I was seeing only the lowest-grade members of this outfit, I became pretty sure. I kept nosing around to 
find the generals, so I could get the real score. I never found any top brass. 
But, despite the vast ignorance of the noncom troops, AA got things done. The telephone got answered; meetings 
were held, with prearranged programs; coffee got served; a book and pamphlets were distributed. So AA must be 
systematized in some way, I had to conclude. But how? Was there a secret hierarchy of authorities who enforced the 
statutes by making members do things? 
Such were the expectations--shaped, of course, by the experiences of my non-AA lifetime--with which I arrived at 
the door of the Fellowship. With growing delight, and often chagrin, I have learned how mistaken I was.

Old Business 
 
1. QuickBooks- Evelyn and volunteers putting in extra time. This will result in simpler, more accurate reporting.  
 
2. Nomination and election of Contact Chair- Ken L. nominated Dennett R. (Kitchen Table Group).  A vote was taken and Dennett was elected by accli-
mation.  
 
3. Feedback from groups indicated that advertising in the phone book should remain as it is. There is a possibility that the Lafayette Daily Advertiser 
might run public service announcements when Central Office is granted tax exempt status.

5. The Steering Committee recommended that future financial reports be presented at COR meetings and then published in the P-I-J the following 
month, along with the COR Minutes. The CORs voted approval.  
 
New Business 
 
1. The Steering Committee proposed amending the Central Office By-Laws so that actual business and financial practices at Central Office match what 
is described in the By-Laws. CORs were given the proposed amendments and asked to discuss them with their home groups. There will be a vote next 
month.  
 
2. Ken L. proposed that the Steering Committee meeting minutes not be read at the COR meeting but be made available to CORs. The CORs voted 
approval.

From “How AA Works” 
 

The greatest sin which one alcoholic can commit 
against another is to perpetuate the idea of hope-
lessness. Even if you find that you aren't the man or 
woman to help, never let him feel that he's hope-
less. Let him feel that you haven't been the one 
who's able to supply the answers. If we turn our 
backs on the alcoholic, who in God's name--and I 
say this reverently--who in God's name is going to 
help him? You and I are the people who know from 
our own experience that there is hope, that alcohol-
ics can come back from the very depths. This hope 
is the priceless ingredient for recovery. This, AA 
gives, most frequently not in mere words. Upon the 
alcoholic's first contact with AA, as he looks around 
the room and sees men and women respectably 
clothed and in their right minds, enjoying them-
selves, that flicker of hope begins to burn. And he 
says to himself, "If these jokers can do it, I can." 
The first need, beyond any other, is hope. Without 
it, there is nothing.
